The minutes of the October 27, 2011 committee meeting were approved.  
Kathleen Moran announced the retirement of co-chair, Vicki Petersen and that Association President, Gail Pellerin has appointed Sacramento County Clerk Craig Kramer, as co-chair.  

Matt Siverling reviewed his November 18, 2011 report and gave commentary on this year’s legislative session.  The legislature will convenes on January 4, 2012.  Matt reported that he is presently unaware of any pending bills affecting County Clerks.  
Discussion was held on some of the 2-year bills that the committee was tracking.  
Wardell House stated that he had been contacted by  Monique Blakeley in Los Angeles County and asked to bring the committee’s attention AB 1325 (Lara) currently a placeholder only.   Los Angeles had previously discussed pursuing legislation that would require FBN filers to provide identification and the clerk to verify same.  Monique had asked if the committee would support the bill, but  specific language was not available. Discussion was held. 
The committee had previously attempted to add a “penalty of perjury” clause to the current law., but was unsuccessful.   Current law requires that the form contain the statement “I DECLARE THAT ALL INFORMATION IN THIS STATEMENT IS TRUE AND CORRECT." (A REGISTRANT WHO DECLARES AS TRUE INFORMATION THAT WHICH HE OR SHE KNOWS TO BE FALSE IS GUILTY OF A MISDEMEANOR.) B&P Code §17913(c).   
Discussion was held on the potential effect on workload created by the added duty.  Discussion continued for further information on the bill.  
Vicki reported that the status of  information from State Vital Records on the “Inability to Appear” form is still pending.  Ventura County reported that their county counsel determined that counties cannot ask for additional identification from marriage license applicants using the form.  
At the close of the meeting Association President Gail Pellerin made a special presentation to Vicki Petersen upon her retirement.  In addition to her work on the County Clerk Legislative Committee, it was noted that the contributions that Vicki has made to county clerks statewide in the areas of staff training and education cannot be overstated.  She has brought many people together and has been a tremendous resource to the association.
